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Dr. Cody has worked at JEOL USA, Inc. since 1989 and is currently Product Manager for Mass Spectrometry. Prior to that, he was Senior Scientist and 

Nicolet Fellow at Nicolet Analytical Instruments (Madison, WI) working with Fourier transform mass spectrometry.   
Dr Cody graduated with a Ph.D. in Analytical Chemistry from Purdue University (Lafayette, IN) in 1982 working under the direction of Professor Ben Freiser.
Dr. Cody was the first person to demonstrate trapped-ion laser desorption, an ion-electron collision technique called “EIEIO”, and the tandem-in time MS/MS and MSn experiments. The trapped-ion MS/MS experiments have become a critical feature of all modern ion-trap and FT mass spectrometers.   
Dr Cody is a member of the American Chemical Society (ACS) and is Chairman of the Asilomar Conference Committee of the American Society for Mass 

Spectrometry (ASMS).    
Dr. Cody is co-inventor of the DART ion source, together with Dr. James A. Laramee.
